If traveling on 
New Route 51, cross over the “bridge” and continue for a right turn at Locust Street – Cobden Community Park.    
A parade volunteer will be on hand to indicate where you turn to locate your parade spot. 
 

Units taking part in the parade will not be judged.  We are hoping this will not deter you from entering for the fun 
experience. 
 

Early return of the enclosed entry form will help us with our planning, so please return yours as soon as possible.  
If you cannot meet the deadline, we will accept entries until the time of the parade.  We will contact you on 
Thursday of Friday before the parade to let you know your entry number.

Festival which is sponsored by the Cobden Lions Club the evenings of Friday, August 7 and Saturday, August 8.
